Under s33(4) of the Act: “It is the duty of a nominating body or, as the case may be, an authorised nominating authority to select a person and to request that person to act as adjudicator as soon as practicable.” 

AANZ discharges this duty by:

1 selecting, as soon as practicable a person and requesting that person to act as adjudicator. 
2 promptly notify the parties of the selected person’s name and contact details.
3 draw the selected person’s attention to the need to serve the above parties within two working days of confirmation that the selected person is willing and able to act as adjudicator in the dispute and, subsequently, provide a notice of acceptance of appointment. 

By signing this form, the Claimant accepts the right of the AANZ to select an adjudicator at the discretion of the AANZ.
